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The practice of begging: A cry for help or a well-planned business?

Begging in India has evolved from a
religious charity to a complex socio-
economic problem. On a busy
street, extending a hand may seem
like a cry for help, but it often hides
a web of systematic neglect, orga-
nized crime, and exploitation. From
infants drugged to win sympathy to
children picked up from school and
thrown onto the streets, begging is
more than just a cry for help; itis a
critique of our collective weaknesses.
Child beggars are still the most dis-
turbing part of this problem. To break
this cycle, it is important that these
children are protected and educated.
The vulnerable, especially children
and people with disabilities, are taken
advantage of by organized begging
gangs. The practices associated
with almsgiving often encourage beg-
ging. Public education initiatives
need to be launched to promote
more purposeful giving.

The practice of public begging in In-
diais common even after the imple-
mentation of extensive welfare pro-
grams such as MNREGA and
SMILE. According to data, over 413
lakh people still engage in the prac-
tice, underscoring underlying socio-
economic vulnerabilities such as
chronic poverty, low literacy, and lack
of work opportunities despite govern-
ment intervention. Older children are
taught to beg, while infants are
drugged to appear sick. Some have
never stepped foot in a classroom,
and many have dropped out of school,
risking their future to make quick
money. Recent statistics show how
common school dropouts are in In-
dia, especially among adolescents.
According to the Annual Status of
Education Report 2023, 25 percent
of children aged 18 struggle with
basic reading skills, and 32.6 per-
cent have dropped out of school.
People with disabilities are taken
advantage of because they are more
likely to be targeted as beggars.
When mental health conditions go
untreated, people are caught in a
cycle of exploitation and depen-
dency.

There are over 400,000 regular beg-
gars living in India; their plight stems
from a variety of factors, including or-
ganized begging gangs, poverty, dis-
ability, and displacement due to
natural disasters. By preying on the
most vulnerable members of society

P

and operating with near impunity,
these syndicates have turned pov-
erty into a profitable enterprise. With
over 81,000 beggars, West Bengal
is the state with the highest number
of beggars in India, followed by
Andhra Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh.
Poverty, rural-urban migration, and
lack of easily accessible support net-
works are some of the socio-eco-
nomic factors contributing to the
growing number of beggars in these
regions. In India, the practice of beg-
ging persists due to ingrained socio-
economic weaknesses despite the
existence of several welfare pro-
grams. This is because welfare pro-
grams often fail due to poor imple-
mentation, corruption, and lack of
awareness among recipients.
Schemes like Smile, which provide
shelter and livelihood support, are
not well known to many beggars.
Particularly in rural and urban slums,
people living in abject poverty have
no choice but to resort to begging to
survive. According to the 2011 cen-
sus, even with poverty alleviation pro-
grams such as MNREGA, more than
413,000 people were begging. Indi-
viduals who beg often lack formal
education and employable skills,
which limits their access to formal
employment opportunities. Voca-
tional training offered under the
Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas
Yojana has not adequately reached
beggars and other marginalized
groups. Transgender people and
people with disabilities are two ex-
amples of vulnerable groups who are
neglected by society and excluded

from mainstream economic opportu-
nities. Many are forced to beg at traf-
fic signals as they are not accepted
even despite transgender welfare pro-
grams. Vulnerable people are kid-
napped by criminal networks, who
then force them into begging, mak-
ing it difficult to break this cycle.
Police in Delhi rescued fifty children
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in 2023 who were forced into beg-
ging by a trafficking gang.

One of the main reasons why beg-
ging persists in India is that there is
no centralized database that can al-
low for focused interventions to help
rehabilitate begging individuals. The
NHRCIis suggestion to use munici-
pal records to create a national da-
tabase draws attention to the lack
of reliable information about beggars.
Generational poverty and depen-
dence on begging persist when beg-
ging children are denied access to
formal education. Due to a lack of
outreach initiatives, many children
are still not enrolled under the Right
to Education Act 2009. Substance
abuse and untreated mental health
problems lead to people begging and
living in poverty. The NHRCis advi-
sory highlights the lack of de-addic-
tion and mental health counseling
services in shelter homes under the
SMILE program. Due to urban over-
crowding caused by rural-to-urban
migration due to unemployment,
migrants are forced to resort to beg-
ging. Laws against begging are ei-
ther draconian or inadequate to
tackle organized crime and provide

rehabilitation. For example, the
Bombay Prevention of Begging Act
criminalizes beggars rather than ad-
dressing the underlying issues that
give rise to forced begging networks.
Policies to tackle begging in India
To facilitate targeted welfare interven-
tions and track their rehabilitation, a
national database of beggars should
be established and updated fre-
quently. To identify beggars, munici-
pal corporations can work with
NGOs, as suggested by the National
Human Rights Commission, using
standardized survey formats. Enact
special laws to prevent organized
begging, punish offenders, and help
victims get back on their feet. Adopt-
ing laws to make forced begging il-
legal, as recommended by the Na-
tional Human Rights Commission,
will curb trafficking and exploitative
organizations. To enable people to
find respectable jobs or pursue self-
employment opportunities, shelter
homes should provide skill-based
vocational training. Programs such
as the Pradhan Mantri Kaushal
Vikas Yojana can work in collabora-
tion with shelter homes to teach beg-
gars skills in carpentry, tailoring, or
other vocations that suit their apti-
tude. Provide mental health counsel-
ing services and mobile health units
in shelters to address untreated ill-
nesses, addictions, and disabilities.
NHRC advises shelter homes to in-
tegrate Ayushman Bharat benefits to
guarantee health coverage for those
who have undergone rehabilitation.
Access to education for children:
Under the Right to Education Act,

enroll begging children in schools and
ensure they receive food, clothing,
and support. Enrollment in schools
can be increased by running special
awareness campaigns targeting par-
ents of beggar children, especially
in urban slums. Organize aware-
ness-raising programs to encourage
donations to rehabilitation programs
rather than begging. Cities such as
Hyderabad have run successful cam-
paigns to encourage people to do-
nate to government shelters rather
than to beggars. Begging is a symp-
tom of systematic neglect and orga-
nized exploitation in India, not just a
reflection of poverty. Although legis-
lation such as the Bombay Preven-
tion of Begging Act, 1959, has at-
tempted to curb the practice, it of-
ten criminalizes victims rather than
perpetrators. Bold steps like the ban
on begging in Indore, with its empha-
sis on accountability and rehabilita-
tion, offer hope. Indiais anti-begging
campaign must aim at empowerment
rather than punishment. As citizens,
our responses to begging need to be
rethought as steps towards systemic
change rather than acts of charity.
To end begging, we must empower
peopleis lives. To end the cycle of
poverty, social safety nets must be
strengthened, inclusive education
guaranteed, and skill development
encouraged. A self-reliant India where
each individual makes a meaningful
and respectable contribution to the
countryis progress will be achieved
through strict enforcement of anti-
begging laws and community-driven
rehabilitation.

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Breaking barriers: Building a future for women in science

In the 21st century, where scientific
breakthroughs continue to shape our world,
the persistent underrepresentation of
women in science remains a glaring issue.
Women have been at the forefront of some
of the greatest scientific achievements
across the globe in diverse fields from
basic science to space science. Despite
these inspiring role models, systemic
barriers continue to stifle womenis
participation in science, technology,
engineering, and mathematics (STEM). Itis
time we confront these challenges and
build a future where women can truly thrive
in science. What kind of scientific world
are we building if we exclude half of our
population?

Without the full participation of women, we
lose access to a vast pool of talent,
creativity, and innovative solutions that
could address some of our biggest
challenges. Many girls are discouraged
from pursuing science from a young age
due to stereotypes that frame these fields

as iunsuitablef or itoo difficult.m The so-
called ileaky pipelinel begins to take its
toll as early as high school, with fewer girls
opting for science-related studies and
careers.

Even for those who break through these
initial hurdles, the challenges persist in
higher education and professional life.
Women in research face a lack of
mentorship, unequal access to funding and
systemic biases in hiring and promotions.
The numbers speak for themselves:
UNESCO reports that only 35 per cent of
STEM students globally are women, and
their representation in leadership roles
remains even lower. In India, the All India
Survey on Higher Education (AISHE)
confirms that while the number of women
pursuing science has grown, their
presence in top research positions and
leadership roles is still dismal.

Despite these odds, many Indian women
scientists have defied the status quo and
achieved remarkable success. Dr Indira

Hinduja revolutionised reproductive
medicine by developing Indiais first test-
tube baby in 1986 and pioneering the
gamete intrafallopian transfer (GIFT)
technique. Dr Soumya Swaminathanis
leadership as Chief Scientist at the World
Health Organization (WHO) played a
crucial role in global health policy. Kalpana
Kalahasti, a senior scientist at ISRO, was
instrumental in Indiais triumphant
Chandrayaan-3 mission and earned a spot
in Natureis list of notable figures in 2023.
These trailblazers not only pushed the
boundaries of scientific knowledge but also
broke societal barriers, paving the way for
future generations of women in science.
Does this make any difference to the
society? Society benefits from more
inclusive and comprehensive solutions
when women are at the forefront of
scientific innovation. Areas like maternal
health, gender-specific medicine and
community health interventions often
flourish because of women scientists who

understand these challenges firsthand.
Inclusion isnit just about fairnessoéitis
about enriching science itself. So, how do
we move forward? Building a future for
women in science requires collective effort
on multiple fronts.

We must dismantle the structural barriers
hindering womenis advancement, provide
mentorship programmes and promote
policies that ensure equal hiring, funding,
and career progression opportunities.

A significant milestone in commercial avia-
tion history has been achieved. Boom Su-
personic, a Colorado-based startup, com-
pleted a successful test flight of its proto-
type supersonic aircraft XB-1, demonstrat-
ing that commercial air travel at faster-than-
sound speeds is not only feasible but may
soon be available for frequent flyers, cut-
ting average intercontinental flight times in
half.

When we think of supersonic commercial
aviation, Concorde often springs to mind.
Concorde was an iconic aircraft that flew
passengers across the Atlantic in just three
hours. It was the first commercial super-
sonic aircraft, and it flew twice the speed
of sound for Air France and British Airways
from 1976 to 2003. Concordes were retired
in 2003 due to excessive costs, high fares
and loud noise. Since then, aerospace gi-
ants like Airbus and Boeing have never de-
livered a commercial-scale replacement.
So, what makes Boom different? Boomis
team didnit view past failures as insur-
mountable obstacles. Instead, they saw
them as engineering challenges to be over-
come with a fresh mindset. Unlike tradi-
tional companies that would try to upgrade

a subsonic plane to go faster, Boomis team
designed every component, from the aero-
dynamic shape and propulsion system to
the fuel system, specifically for supersonic
travel.

The company
exemplifies how # "« «
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ing,T jettisoning assumptions that certain
design elements were necessary or that
certain hurdles were insurmountable. Un-
learning allowed Boom to innovate with ad-
vanced composite materials, wing design
and a new noise-reduction strategy.

They rewrote the rules of the game, over-
came longstanding technical barriers and
ignited fresh interest in supersonic flight.
Established players like Boeing and Airbus
often shy away from radical changes for

Flying faster-than-sound travel closer to reality

fear of failing or canalising profitable prod-
ucts. Boom took calculated risks, em-
braced uncertainty, and refined each step
through rapid data-driven iteration.

Historically, supersonic jets are fuel guz-
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zlers. Boomis approach combines aerody-
namic optimisation with advanced high-per-
formance materials and a propulsion sys-
tem designed ground-up to minimise fuel
consumption. The propulsion system
(Symphony) will run on zero aromatic 100
per cent sustainable aviation fuel (SAF) for
sustainable commercial supersonic flights.
As a startup, Boom operates with lean
teams. This contrasts sharply with the
massive bureaucratic hierarchy within aero-

space giants. Swift prototyping, quick feed-
back loops, and a willingness to pivot en-
sure that new technology is tested and in-
tegrated faster than what Boeing or Airbus
might manage.

The prototype aircraft smoothly transitioned
through Mach 1 (the speed of sound) and
touched Mach1.1. This technology demon-
stration will help refine the design ahead of
the companyis next goal: launching a full-
scale 60 to 75-seater supersonic jet called
Overture. The foundersi vision is that pas-
sengers can fly supersonically at tickets
comparable to business class fares. Imag-
ine cutting a 7-hour transatlantic flight to
3.5 hours. Suddenly, a business meeting
in Delhi and a dinner date in London are
feasible on the same day. Overture is be-
ing designed to fly 7800 km. It can fly non-
stop on routes like Delhi to Frankfurt or New
York to London. Faster travel time can be
a game-changer for business travellers and
high-priority cargo. While Airbus, Boeing,
and other established players have the re-
sources and legacy to make big moves, it
often takes a nimble newcomer with a fresh
perspective and first-principles thinking to
challenge whatis possible.

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The need for youth participation in politics

If political parties are serious about involv-
ing young people in politics, they will have to
take a number of steps. The first step would
be to change the youth criterion by the gov-
ernment. Today, even people aged 34-35 years
are considered young. This criterion will need
to be lowered. In their organisational struc-
tures, parties will need to make more room
for the youth. It is usually seen that leaders
approaching adulthood also take over the reins
of the youth units of major political parties.
For their student organizations, political par-
ties will also need to set a maximum age re-
striction. It would be better if those above thirty
years of age were excluded. Youth participa-
tion in politics is not only a goal but also a
necessary condition for an inclusive and pro-
gressive democracy. However, too few young
people continue to participate in politics, and
their voices are often suppressed by estab-
lished power structures. Prime Minister
Narendra Modiis recent proposal to invite one
lakh youth with no political experience to en-
ter politics represents a revolutionary turn to-
wards decentralization, inclusiveness, and
youth empowerment. Experienced leaders with
a wealth of knowledge have traditionally held
a prominent position in Indian politics. They
often work within traditional frameworks that
may not be equipped to handle contemporary
issues, despite the fact that their knowledge
is invaluable. Young leaders facilitate dynamic
and data-driven policymaking by contributing
creative solutions, technical know-how, and
contemporary governance models.

To guarantee a sustainable future, young
leaders can promote green laws, renewable
energy projects, and climate adaptation strat-
egies. Youth-driven governance has the po-
tential to address unemployment and under-
employment by prioritizing entrepreneurship,
skill development, and high-quality education.
Through youth participation, India can make
better use of blockchain, automation, and ar-
tificial intelligence to achieve transparent and
effective governance. By using social media
and other platforms for citizen participation,
young people can improve
accountability, revive demo-
cratic values, and reduce
political corruption. Youth
who are politically aware and active guaran-
tee that democracy will survive and remain
responsive to people's demands.

Indian politics has traditionally been domi-
nated by dynastic families, leaving little room
for merit-based and grassroots leadership.
Without the backing of family or money, many
young candidates find it difficult to gain politi-
cal foothold. Youth often lack formal training
in political administration, policy analysis, and
governance, even if they have a high level of
enthusiasm. The lack of mentorship offered
by current political parties forces young lead-
ers to fend for themselves. Since running for
office requires significant financial investment,
it is challenging for first-generation politicians
to compete with more experienced leaders.
The criminalization of politics as well as
money and physical power often deters edu-
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cated youth from pursuing careers in public
service. To provide symbolic representation,
many political parties induct young leaders
without giving them decision-making power.
This superficial induction does not result in
young politicians being given much influence
or change in governance structures.

Policies that support equitable economic
growth, healthcare, and education should be
given top priority by young leaders. Social is-
sues such as unemployment, caste discrimi-
nation, and gender equality require progres-
sive policies and grassroots
participation. Sustainable
agriculture, renewable en-
ergy initiatives, and eco-
friendly urban planning can all be taken for-
ward by youth leadership. Initiatives such as
Green India and Clean India (Swachh Bharat)
require more robust youth-driven implemen-
tation plans. Programs such as Digital India,
Start-up India, and Skill India need to be ex-
panded to provide advanced skills to the com-
ing generation. Indiais leadership in the world
will depend heavily on its investments in bio-
technology, robotics, and artificial intelligence.
To prevent the collapse of democracy, youth
activism and civic engagement must guaran-
tee open, accountable, and people-centered
governance. Democracy can be deepened by
participatory governance models and strength-
ening the Right to Information (RTI) law.

Candidates should be selected by politi-
cal parties based on their vision, competence,
and leadership potential, with merit given pri-

ority over favoritism. It is necessary to
strengthen internal democracy within parties
to enable young leaders to advance based on
their performance rather than their family con-
nections. Formally mentor young politicians
in governance, policymaking, and legislative
processes by establishing mentorship pro-
grams. To give young people a practical un-
derstanding of administration and law, univer-
sities and other institutions can offer ipolitical
leadership and governancef courses. State
funding for elections can help level the play-
ing field by enabling young people to run for
office without facing financial constraints. It is
necessary to enforce strict laws against po-
litical criminalization to establish a corruption-
free and fair environment. Programs to enhance
the capacity of young politicians and educate
voters should be actively pursued by civil so-
ciety organizations. Stories of young people
who have succeeded in governance should be
featured in the media to encourage greater
participation.

To institutionalize youth participation, po-
litical parties and governance structures
should implement minimum quotas for youth
representation. Leadership opportunities
such as consultative councils, youth parlia-
ments, and ministry internships should be
enhanced. Decisions taken today will influ-
ence Indiais path in the decades to come as
the country stands at a critical juncture in
its history. Swami Vivekanandais advice to
larise, awake, and move aheadi remains ap-
plicable today.
